The rider is available and applicable to any customer receiving service under Residential
Service schedule (RS), Residential Space Heating Service schedule (RSHS), Small
General Service schedule (SGS), General Demand Service (GDS) schedule, and Large
General Service schedule (LGS) that has an on-site solar photovoltaic system
interconnected with the South Hadley Electric Light Department (SHELD) distribution
system behind the master meter in compliance with the current interconnection policy and
operated under an approved Interconnection Agreement executed after May 28, 2018. 

The Distributive Generation Credit is reviewed and reset periodically based on SHELD's
actual avoided cost determination for value of solar, typically determined on a quarterly
basis. 

The Monthly Rate is in addition to all other charges contained in the Customer’s applicable
rate schedule, with adjustments to the charges in the Customer’s applicable tariff schedule
as set forth in the table below:

For each billing month, the customer shall receive a non-transferable credit. Credits are
applicable to the customer’s total charges electric service in the customer’s name on the
same premise and account where the on-site solar photovoltaic system is interconnected.
Any credit in excess of total monthly charges will be carried over to the following billing
month. Any credit not used within twelve month of its origination will expire. No credits will
be refunded to the customer. 

For schedules RS and RSHS, billable kilowatt-hours (kWh) shall be based on metered
energy delivered by SHELD's electric distribution system. Credit kilowatt-hours (kWh) shall
be based on metered energy received by SHELD's distribution system. All non-kWh based
charges under the rate schedules shall remain unaffected by the application of this rider.

For schedules SGS, GDS, and LGS, billable kilowatt-hour (kWh) shall be based on
metered energy delivered by SHELD's electric distribution system and the metered energy
consumed from an on-site solar system: also known as the total metered energy
consumption during the billing month. Credit kilowatt-hours (kWh) shall be based on the
total metered output of the customers photovoltaic system. All non-kWh based charges
under the rate schedule shall remain unaffected by the application of this rider.
